It was a fun and meaningful project for our club.

On November 3 rd , I traveled south to Louisville,
Kentucky, along with Casey Porter, Jesse Bonin, Katie
Oster, and our coaches Matt Young and Debbie
Grusenmeyer for the 32 nd annual National 4-H Dairy
Quiz Bowl competition.  The competition is held in
the Louisville Exposition Center.  The fourteen hour
car ride down went by quickly, as we spent much of the
time studying for the contest.    On November 4 th , we
spent the morning and early afternoon studying before
we headed over to the Exposition Center for the first
half of the contest.
The first part of the contest is a 50-question written
test to challenge each individual’s knowledge of dairy
bowl.  After this portion of the contest, all the teams
participated in a series of icebreakers, led by Debbie
Grusenmeyer.  Afterwards we returned to the hotel to get ready for the next day.  Early on the morning of the fifth, we
returned to the Exposition Center for the second half of the contest.  This part is a series of toss-up questions in which two
teams go head-to-head.  The final score of each round is determined by a combination scores from the written test (5 points
for each question), group questions (done just before the toss-ups, worth up to 20 points per question), the toss-ups (worth 15
points for a correct answer), and bonus questions—bonus questions are given to a team when three of its four members
answers a toss-up correctly and are worth up to 20 points.  New York had some tough competition and a few rounds were very
close, with as small as a five point difference!  This part of the competition is done in a double-elimination style, so every team
played in at least two rounds.  Our team was undefeated until the quarter finals when Wisconsin won the round by ten points.
We won our semifinals match in the consolation bracket and faced Wisconsin again in the finals.  It was a very tough round and
very close, we lost again by ten points.
That night at the awards banquet “New York” was heard quite often.  Each year the top five individuals on the written test are
recognized.  All four of New York’s team members placed in the top five—a feat unheard of until now.  Also, we were recognized
as the second place team out of the seventeen that competed.  Finally, Casey Porter was recognized as being one of the top ten
most unique individuals—as determined by the ice breakers on the third.  The next morning we left early to return to New
York, all of us feeling quite proud of what we had accomplished.

COUNTRY BUMPKINS/Penny Bishop, Organizational Leader/

The Country Bumpkins met at the Hamden Pavilion, on October 8th, to assemble some rabbit
cages for our community service project.  Our proposal was to build a rabbit hutch for the
Humane Society.  We found out that the Humane Society does not keep abandoned rabbits,
but they make arrangements and place them with volunteers.  Our leader, Ellen Stewart,
currently is one of these volunteers and she cares for the rabbits for the Humane Society
until homes can be found for them.
We purchased several large rabbit cage kits and assembled them to house the abandoned rabbits.
From the Tractor Supply Company we bought 36” rabbit cage kits with drop pans and other cage supplies including feeders, water
bottles, and splash guards.  Total cost was $152.05.  There were nine members, five leaders, and one volunteer present to
complete this project.

Nonstick cooking spray
1 cup (6 ozs) semisweet chocolate morsels
3 cups all-purpose flour
2 teas ground cinnamon
1 1/4 teas salt
1 teas baking soda
1 teas baking powder
1 3/4 cups granulated sugar
1 can (15 ozs) pumpkin
1/2 cup canola oil
4 large eggs

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  Coat two
8” x 5” loaf pans with nonstick cooking spray.
Melt morsels in medium, microwave-safe bowl

Add the dry ingredients.  Add enough flour to make the dough
just firm enough to handle, but keep the dough as soft as
possible.  Chill.
Put a third of the mixture on a floured board, knead slightly,
pat, and roll out 1/3 inch thick.  Shape with a floured dough-
nut cutter and put the doughnuts on a floured piece of wax
paper.  Add the trimmings to half the remaining mixture.  Roll
and shape as before; repeat until all the dough is cut out.
Let the doughnuts stand 5 to 10 minutes before frying.
To fry: Heat the oil to 360 degrees.  Doughnuts will absorb
oil if the oil is too cool, and will brown before they are done
in the center if it is too hot.

Combine flour, cinnamon, salt, baking soda and baking pow-
der in large bowl; stir well.

Sift together flour, baking soda, sugar, cinnamon, and nutmeg in
a large bowl.  Combine egg, pumpkin, oil, and water.  Blend into
dry ingredients.  Mix until smooth.  Divide batter into thirds and
pour into 9” x 4” greased and floured loaf pans.  Bake at 350
degrees for one hour or until centers are done.  Cool slightly in
pans.

3. “Each of you will give a one to two minute public presentation on how the item in your
sack works or how to use it.  You have five minutes to think about what you will say and
do.  If you want to practice your demonstration during this five minute period feel free
to do so.  Remember that in a public presentation you are showing as well as telling.”

“Let’s go around the room and one by one each of you should come to the front of the
group and present your one to two minute public presentation.  Don’t forget that the
responsibility of the audience is to be attentive, listen and give the person demonstrating
your support.”

4. “When giving a public presentation you demonstrate about something you know about, such
as a 4-H project, school subject, hobby special interest, etc.”

SUMMARY

Public Presentations are a hearing and seeing activity :

A public presentation is a way of showing what you know.  It is your chance to teach others.  4-H
public presentations provide a way of showing and telling that combine for a rich learning
experience for the demonstrator and the audience.
